Individual feedback and coaching will help improve your
product.
Learning objectives:
o Knowledge: You will recognize and use structural, rhetorical and linguistic features of academic
texts.
e  Skills, practices: You will produce and edit drafts of your own academic writing.
o Researcher attitudes: You will be able to navigate the challenges that come with writing projects
(e.g., writer’s block, text reduction)
